Looking to strengthen its reputation as a top-
30 research institution, Virginia Tech an-
nounced Tuesday that it had successfully 
entered the ranks of the world’s space pio-
neers.  Dr. Chris Hall, head of the department 
of Aerospace and Ocean Engineering, made 
the announcement from the new Surge 
SpaceBuilding.  “The SpaceBuilding’s bene-
fits are twofold.  Mainly, we have a new, 
state-of-the-art research facility in which to 
test the impacts of zero gravity on learning, 
but on top of that, we’ve finally found a solu-
tion that will let us expand campus while 
keeping the golf course—to slip the surly 
bonds of Earth and reach into the bleaky 
blackness of space.” 
 
The new facility contains an assortment of 
labs and offices, eleven classrooms, a water 
reclamation plant, 375 square meters of solar 
panels, and the Russian-built cargo module 
Zarya. 
 
Student reaction to the new orbital structure 
is mixed.  “Sure, they have those combina- 
tion clock-message boards in all the class-

rooms,” said junior ISE major Mitch Daniels, 
“but without a car, I need to allow three days 
to get to class if I want to catch the BT’s new 
Endeavour route.” 

 
Civil Engineering graduate student Crysta 
Highfield reports that the situation is not that 
great for those with cars, either.  “There’s 
barely any parking at Surge, and with gas 
prices as they are I’m starting to think it’s not 
worth it to drive the 217 miles to Low Earth 
Orbit.”

Already, 
an ambitious plan has been released to open 
two more SpaceBuildings, tentatively labeled 
Rush and Swell, before the space shuttle is 
retired in 2010.  In the long term, Tech plans 
to move the entirety of the already distant 
Shultz dining facility to Mars using the Orion 
spacecraft presently under development by 
NASA, with an estimated total cost to tax-
payers of slightly under $210 billion through 
2025.
